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An economic and social crisis has eroded Venezuela's public 
health system. As a consequence of this, lower health-status, 
Venezuelans patients have fled the country to neighboring 
countries, such as Colombia, to seek proper medical attention 
and obtain medical supplies. However, due to local restrictions 
in Venezuela for access health-related data, little is known 
about what are the main diseases carried by Venezuelans at 
the international border with Colombia. A proper 
understanding of these diseases could shine a light not only to 
provide a better allocation of resources for Venezuelan 
refugees, but also could provide a picture of the most common 
pathologies suffered by Venezuelans in their country.

We aimed to look at the most common pathologies among 
Venezuelan refugees seeking medical attention at the 
Colombian-Venezuelan border.

Secondary data analysis of medical statistics and aggregate 
reports from the Cúcuta University Hospital collected from 
2015-2019, NGO data from Cúcuta border, and site visits 
from the 2019 USS Comfort visit in Colombia.
