📗Sharing

institution. Ours will be public on the web. If we have ideas beyond this open access pre-print
type publishing, we can consider these as a group.

To continue the spirit of this workshop and share findings, we plan to have a special session on
small SSNs at the AAG in Hawaii on April 16 – 20, 2024. We invite you to present your section
of this white paper. The more the merrier. We will also call for case studies and have a few
sections. In addition, if AAG is not a venue you typically attend, we can do a counterpart
session at another conference (such as SUNBELT or NetSci, etc.).
