Throughout the program, individual participants can win mini scholarship prizes and bonus points. At the

end of the program, the students with the most points receive scholarship money. Clubs and classes with

the most points at the end of the program receive scholarship money as well. In 2023, the Alliance

awarded $20,000 to students and clubs.

Yes! The individual and club programs are completely separate, but students are welcome to participate

as individuals and with their club or class.
