Department Faculty: 1957-1967

The department began its fifth decade with seven faculty
members: Ralph Bender, Ralph Woodin, Willard Wolf,
Richard Wilson, Carlton Johnson, Edwin Kirby, and
Lowery Davis. Kirby was the first staff member to have
had a joint appointment with Extension. Kirby left in ‘58
and was followed by Robert McCormick in '58 and later
Clarence Cunningham in ‘62 both of whom had joint
appointments with Extension. William Knight, Floyd
McCormick, Virgil Christensen, and Wayne Schroeder
each serve on staff for brief periods this decade. Floyd
McCormick left to chair the department in Arizona, Virgil
Christensen to Texas A&M, and Lowery Davis leaves to
chair the department at Clemson. Gilbert Guiler, Leon
Boucher, and Robert E. Taylor are all added to the staff
during this time and each would stay on staff through the
1980s. There are twelve faculty on staff in 1967.

Graduate Studies

The department graduated 170 Masters students and
52 PhD students during this decade. Bender,
McCormick, Woodin, Wolfe, and Wilson each advised
several students. Several factors contributed to a sharp
increase in Extension graduate degrees: the
combination of instructional departments with Extension
in 55-56, specific Extension-focused coursework, and a
requirement in the late sixties that required Extension
faculty to have an MS before they could be granted
tenure.

The 1950s was the last decade of the Smith-Hughes Era. Criticism of vocational education in the
1950s led to the National Vocational Education Act of 1963. This act broadened the curriculum to
include instruction in any occupation involving knowledge and skill in agricultural subjects not
limited solely to the farm.
