On the one side, they’re 
“fair”—the information 
on the ACT is made 
freely available via doz-
ens of websites, educa-
tional pamphlets, and 
school-sponsored les-
sons. In other words, 
everyone has the op-
portunity to learn the 
test. On the other side 
though, is the unfortu-
nate reality that not eve-
ry student has the same 
privilege, access, or in-

ner discipline to learn the 
rules and structure of a 
test on top of all the other 
challenges in their life. 
Particularly for students in 
their Junior year, the ACT 
and SAT become a loom-
ing presence over their 
academic career. 
During the Spring of 
2018, Upward Bound jun-
iors will have the oppor-
tunity to take on additional 
ACT test prep exercises 
with Jacob and other Up-
ward Bound staff. Juniors 
who successfully       

complete the test prep 
exercises will have the 
opportunity to work 
alongside Jacob to 
schedule small-group col-
lege visits to a college in 
Ohio during a school day.

On January 15th, 2018, the  
Upward Bound community joined 
the College of Wooster to volun-
teer and participate in community 
dialogues for the Martin Luther 
King, Jr. Day of Service. 
“Everybody can be great,” Dr. 
King said, “because everybody 
can serve.”  The idea of serving 
your community and your world 
was central to the morning 

speeches we heard from the Dean 
of the College and the head of the 
Wooster branch of the NAACP.  In 
addition, we were able to hear the 
incredible story of Natalie Warne. 
Warne, activist and TED speaker, 
helped organize a campaign to 
bring awareness to the plight of 
children kidnapped to become 
child soldiers in Africa.  Her efforts 
in the Invisible Children campaign 
in Chicago attracted Oprah’s  
attention which propelled the Invis-
ible Children campaign into the 
limelight as the volunteers told 
their story on her show, highlight-
ing Warne as a key figure in that 
branch of the campaign.

The Upward Bound community then 
put her ideas into action after a tour 
of the College of Wooster and a jus-
tice dialogue with other TRIO pro-
grams   We gathered to create per-
sonal messages to put into care 
packages of hygiene products given 
to people who needed them.
