who has been jailed for causing
disturbances in this country
with his self-styled storm troop-
ers, was deported from Eng-
land last year after slipping
into that country to attend a
British nazi rally.

Warner A. Wick, dean of stu-
dents, left no doubt that the
university does not condone
Rockwell’s hate views. “No
truth or wisdom” is expected
from Rockwell, he said.

Dean Wick affirmed, how-
ever, that the university “will
keep its faith with the student
code” that allows student or-
ganizations to hear speakers of
their choice on subjects of their
choice. Some protestors had
called for cancellation of the
Nazi’s talk.

Rockwell, who was barred
from speaking at Northwestern
university by school officials
last month, is to speak on “The
Philosophy of the American
Nazi Party” at 8:30 p. m. Tues-
day in Mandel hall. He was in-
vited by a student dormitory
house.
