Dr. Peek works to
improve diabetes care and outcomes on the South Side of Chicago and is the co-
director of the national program office Bridging the Gap: Reducing Disparities in
Diabetes Care and the associate director of Chicago Center for Diabetes Translation
Research. As the Associate Vice Chair for Diversity within the Department of Medicine
and the Associate Dean for Multicultural Affairs at the Pritzker School of Medicine, Dr.
